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HIVE Builds Community Connections
During a community wide neighbourhood study circle process in 2003, citizens identified 
schools as a great asset in neighbourhoods. When local residents were asked what was needed 
to build a “strong neighbourhood” they described a “neighbourhood gathering place” led by 
local residents and responding to local needs. They got that and more when The HIVE Neigh-
bourhood Centre officially opened in December 2009, at Eric Langton Elementary School. 

The HIVE  provides individuals 
of all ages with a place to learn, 
connect, get support, and share 
knowledge. Currently, 14 com-

munity partners offer programs at the HIVE 
providing a wide range of resources and 
services mostly aimed at young families. 
Parents looking for health information, par-
enting tips, money skills, or just someone to 
chat with will find it at the HIVE. 

Principal Jonathon Wheatley says hav-
ing the HIVE located at Eric Langton is a 
win-win situation for the school and the 
community: “It has really made this a com-
munity school. For example, lots of mums 
will drop their school-aged child off at 
school and then come over to the Strong 
Start Centre with their preschoolers.” HIVE 
Coordinator Elaine Yamamoto, agrees, 
noting that programs such as Strong Start, 

Healthy Babies, and various before and after 
school programs mean that there is a con-
tinuum of support from prenatal through 
Grade 7. “It really makes the school bigger 
than the classrooms and the textbooks.” 

A HIVE neighbourhood steering com-
mittee is helping to connect the Centre to 
the surrounding neighbourhood. In late 
May the committee organized the first 
“Free Children’s Clothing Exchange” for 
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Here are some of the programs currently offered 
at the HIVE but subject to change

Strong Start is free drop in early 
learning program is designed for 
children aged 0 –5 and their par-
ents / caregivers.

Active Kids Club is a before and after 
school program offering quali-
fied supervision from Parks and 
Leisure Services employees for 
children in grades 1-7. 

Parent Talk is a self-facilitated par-
ent support group that provides 
weekly meetings, parenting dis-
cussions, and an opportunity for 
conversation with other parents.  

The Around the Corner pre-school 
offers an exciting curriculum pro-
vided by caring, qualified early 
childhood educators. 

Mother Goose is a group experi-
ence for parents and their babies 
/ young children which focuses 
on bonding, positive interactions 
and early language development 
using rhymes, songs, and stories. 

Healthy Babies is a pregnancy out-
reach program supporting preg-
nant women and women with 
babies up to six months. This 
Fraser Health Program provides 
lunch, educational programming 
and an opportunity to meet oth-
er new or expecting moms.

Fraser Health Services will also be 
scheduling immunization clinics, 
well-baby visits, breastfeeding sup-
port and child/infant growth and 
development checks at the HIVE. 

the neighbourhood and community. The 
response was overwhelming and showed 
that there was a real need for this type of 
exchange in the community. They are plan-
ning another exchange on November 20 
(National Child Day).

While there is an overall vision for the 
HIVE, it is also an evolving project that 
must remain compatible with a school 
setting and continue to meet community 
needs. Elaine says that “What’s here this 
year is a result of what families and teachers 
and students said they wanted. And now we 
will evaluate the whole process and then go 
back to stakeholders and see what worked 
and what didn’t. It’s really about staying in 
tune with communities.” 

New programs this fall include Fraser 
Health immunization and well-baby clin-
ics, immigrant settlement services and a 
prenatal nutrition and education programs. 
There is hope that eventually the HIVE can 
be open in the evenings.

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Field Of Dreams: 
Players Welcome New Artificial Turf Field

Students at Pitt Meadows Secondary School returned to class in September to find their 
grass sports field replaced by a state of the art artificial turf field, just like the ones previ-
ously built at Samuel Robertson and Westview. It’s a huge boost to school and community 
sports teams, who now have a field that will be playable year round, night or day. It also 
has the advantage of permanent field markings.

Bleachers are on order, but 
spectators will also be able 
to watch the action from two 
berms created from 3375 cu-

bic metres of soil scraped from the field 
surface (recycling the soil in this fashion 
is one of several ‘green’ initiatives incor-
porated in the design). Twenty-eight 
spruce and sweet gum trees will soon 
adorn the berm at the east end of the 
field and the cinder running track has 
been replaced by a jogging trail.

It’s quite an exacting science building 
an artificial turf field. Before the carpet 
can be laid, the top layer of soil is scraped 
off and replaced by a 25 cm layer of gravel. 

But not just any gravel; what’s required is 
a precise recipe of crushed rock of differ-
ent size with an overall consistency that 
is fine enough to compact properly and 
coarse enough to allow proper drainage. 
Speaking of drainage, below the turf lie 
nearly three kilometers of drainage pipe 
ensuring that the field remains playable 
in even the wettest weather. The arti-
ficial grass mimics nature. Millions of 
synthetic ‘blades’ are woven into the 
matting and then immersed in layers of 
fine silica sand and rubber pellets (made 
from recycled tires). Once again, getting 
the precise mixture, not too hard or too 
soft, is an exact science. 

Access to the field is shared between 
the school and community sports orga-
nizations, with the school getting prior-
ity during the day, and community teams 
getting evening and weekend access. The 
exact arrangement was agreed to by all 
partners during the initial planning stag-
es. The field cost approximately $2.1 mil-
lion to build. The City of Pitt Meadows 
received $1.19 million in federal and pro-
vincial infrastructure grants and the re-
maining costs were shared by the school 
district, Pitt Meadows Soccer Club, and 
the City of Pitt Meadows. An official 
opening of the new field is scheduled for 
Saturday, October 16 at 10 am.  &
